
 



HOW TO REGISTER 

This year we are following a number of tournaments and receiving entries online using 
www.mitournament.com. Entry fee will be by way of VISA or Mastercard at the time of registration 

Please follow these steps to enter: 

1. Visit www.mitournament.com  
2. Log In (using your username and password) or ‘Sign Up Now’ if a first time registration 
3. Once logged in, click on search tournaments and enter ‘Seaside and Valley Veterans 

Tournament’ and click on the ‘Register’ button next to the selected tournament 
4. You can then register your details and register another player by clicking ‘add another 

player’. Register up to 4 players but payment must be made in full. 
5. Choices relating to days of play, preferred playing times and playing partners will be submitted 

in the comments section  
6. Once you have confirmed you will need to pay via VISA or Mastercard to complete the 

registration 
7. You are now registered and your name will appear on the Registered Participants list. 

CONDITIONS OF PLAY 

Eligibility:   All entrants must be a financial affiliated member of a Veterans Golfers Association with 
a current Golf Australia handicap. Entries will be accepted in order of receipt. Entries after the closing 
date may be accepted by the Tournament Director, subject to vacancies. 
 
Trophy Allocation:  Entrants will be entitled to win trophies as allocated by the Match Committee 
consistent within the guidelines of the NSWVGA. To be eligible for the NSWVGA trophies, entrants 
must be a financial member of the NSWVGA. 
 
Rules: The rules of Golf as per the Royal & Ancient Golf of St Andrews and local rules pertaining to 
Kiama Golf Club & Jamberoo Golf Club will be observed.  All tied events will be decided on a count 
back. 
 
Handicap:  Evidence of current handicaps must be available for inspection if Golflink number has 
not been supplied.  Grades will be set at the start of the week and will be maintained throughout the 
tournament regardless of any daily handicap variations.  Maximum handicaps will apply. 
 
Starting Times:  Tee times will be allocated in order of receipt of entry forms.  All players must 
report to the starter at least 15 minutes before start time. 
 
Score Cards:  Must be returned immediately following the completion of each round. Committee 
members will be on hand to assist with score entry.     
 
Disputes & Decisions:  Any Disputes must be referred to the match committee as set down in 
Rule 34 of the R & A Rules of Golf and will be dealt with accordingly. 
 
All Golfers Play at their Own Risk:  The Tournament Committee, Sponsors, Kiama Golf Club 
and Jamberoo Golf Club, and other Suppliers will not accept liability for any death, injury, property 
loss or damage arising out of any aspect of the conduct of the Tournament
